Recorded video conferences can be 
viewed at 

media.broadcast.ohio.gov.
Recordings are available in most 
cases as soon as fifteen minutes 

after the conference has 
completed. Longer conferences 

might take slightly longer.

By default, recordings 
are sort in the channel 

with the newest 
recordings at the top.



Locating a 
Recording



Conference recordings will be 
located in section labelled 
ά/ƘŀƴƴŜƭέΦ  /ƘŀƴƴŜƭǎ Ŏŀƴ 

either be public (available to 
everyone) or private (only 

available with login). You may 
need to scroll down to see of 

the available channels.



Scroll down to the 
ά/ƘŀƴƴŜƭέ ǎŜŎǘƛƻƴΦ LŦ ȅƻǳǊ 
channel is public, it will be 
listed.  You may need to 
ŎƭƛŎƪ ƻƴ ǘƘŜ ά!ƭƭέ ƭƛƴƪ ǘƻ 
see all public channels.



There are two ways to search the 
archives for a video. First, you can 
use the search bar at the top left to 
search all video media, channels, 
events and categories.  But there is 
more precise method.



You can narrow your search 
to search only a specific 

Channel. Search the archives 
within the Channel using the 

archive name, archive 
description, tag, creator, 

VRR/Endpoint IP, or create 
date.



You can search by anything in the 
ǊŜŎƻǊŘƛƴƎΩǎ ƳŜǘŀŘŀǘŀΣ ǎǳŎƘ ŀǎ 
name or date. Type in a date in 

YYYYMMDD format to find videos 
on a particular date. In the 

following example, 201702 was 
typed in the search archives box to 
find all recordings from February 

2017 in the WVIZ Channel. 



Accessing A 
Private 
Channel



If your channel is private, 
you will need to login to 
see your channel and the 
conference recordings.  To
